· Being a clinical sounding board for the HCH programme team

· Being the front person for HCH presentations and workshops 

· On occasion working one to one with peers to support their HCH implementation i.e. GP triage, portal utilisation, care planning, establishment of IDTs, open notes 

· On occasion contributing at a National level via NZ HCH Collaborative 

3. The Services (Health Care Home Clinical Lead) 
The HCH Clinical Lead will effectively incorporate professional, clinical and strategic advice into the implementation and management of health Care Homes models of care This letter of agreement records the partnership between Marlborough Primary Health and (name) 
4. Payment and Renumeration 
In consideration for providing the services, Marlborough Primary Health will fund $XXX.00 per hour (Plus 15% GST) for the position of the Clinical Lead.
